1)  Increase the Urban Tree Canopy 

2)  Reduce Storm Water Runoff 

Methods: 

1)  Fill existing open tree boxes 

2)  Remove dead, dying and diseased trees so that     
they can be replaced with new vigorous trees 

3)  Fill newly created planting locations 

Tree Canopy Renovation 



Contract Tree Planting  

Planted 1,995 trees in existing open tree boxes 

Contract Tree Removals 

Removed 1,454 dead, diseased, or dying trees 

In-House Tree Removal, Planting and Maintenance 

Identified planting locations and trees for removal 

Planted 348 trees in existing and newly created locations 

Maintained newly planted trees
